
Summer Workshop

The Henley Children’s Theatre Group will be holding a Summer 
Workshop this August.  Each course will last a week and is for 
children aged 4 to 16.

The weeks available are 3rd-7th August, and 10th-14th August.  The 
younger age group (4 to 7 year olds) will start at 10.00am and 
finish at 12 noon.  A drink and snack will be provided for them. 
The older children (aged 8 upwards) arrive at 12 noon and stay 
until 3.00pm.  They need to bring a packed lunch.  No special 
clothing or shoes required; the children can wear whatever they 
like but please note we may be upside down in the garden at some 
point!

Each week will be glued together with some basic singing and 
some dancing, but generally it is fun and amusement that we are 
aiming for and there will be games to play too. Some games are 
drama based which help the children to get to know each other, 
and build their confidence.  Other games will simply be about 
running around and having fun.  For the older children, I hope we 
will be able to work on something a little more productive in terms 
of ‘theatre’.  Depending on how the week goes, there might be 
something worth showing to parents of both groups when they 
collect on Friday, but we’ll see how it goes as no-one wants 
unnecessary pressure during holiday time!
